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Arrive early to beat weekend queues.

Hit the shops

Though Passeig des Born (7) is the

go-to spot for high-end, designer
shopping, nearby lanes and side-streets
harbour lots of independent boutiques.
The Placa de Cort area is particularly
good for clothing and homewares, or try
Carrer Feliu for its galleries and island-
made ceramics. For quality bargains,
check out newcomer Bconnected Vintage
in Santa Catalina (8) for second-hand
luxury brands at a fraction of the price.

Don’t miss
Pack a head for heights and climb
the 200-odd spiral steps on a tour
of Palma Cathedral’s terraces (9). Tours

take in the bell tower, gargoyles and
Gothic flying buttresses, but must be
booked in advance (catedraldemallorca.
org; €12/£10.60, including admission,
Monday-Saturday, April-October).

The Sert Studio at the Miré Museum
(closed Mondays, €7.50/£6.70) will reopen
imminently after months of restoration.
The artist lived and painted here between
1956-1983. Admission also includes the
rural 18th-century Son Boter house
whose walls bear his charcoal graffiti.

Timeforadrink
Y Pomadas are the taste of summer.
Although they're from nearby
Menorca, this mix of island-made gin
and lemon tastes no less refreshing here.
Palma’s best are served at Can Angel
(10) on Carrer de Sant Jaume. They're
deceptively strong, so order yours with a
couple of tapas or they'll go to your head.
